 FIELD DAY 

Quakertown Elementary students in grades three, four, and five  have been participating in fitnessgram testing 
during the past few weeks. Grades one and two have been working on jump rope and fitness skills activities. 
Our annual Field Day will be held on May 10, with a raindate of May 14. Students look forward to Field Day each  
year as a day of fun, athletic activity, and school spirit. I have sent out requests for parent volunteers for help prior 
to Field Day. Please consider helping out if time in your busy schedules permits.  
Project Aces Day will be held on Wednesday May 5. QCSD students have participated in this event for the past 
several years. Each class will spend at least 30 minutes exercising to support their personal fitness.

PROJECT ACES DAY 
On Wednesday, May 5 all classes will participate in Project ACES (All Children Exercising Simultaneously). Each 
class will spend thirty minutes during the day walking or jogging on the track around Alumni Field. Each elemen-
tary school in the Quakertown Community School District will be talking part in this lifelong fitness activity. 

FITNESSGRAM 
As you know Quakertown Community School District does fitness testing from grades 3-12.  For many years we 
have used the Presidential Fitness Test and the standards for National and Presidential awards.   This year, dis-
trict wide, we have moved forward to a newer fitness testing program called Fitnessgram.   
Many of the fitness tests are similar to those used in the past and some are better for students.  The Fitnessgram 
Test in which our students participate for cardiovascular endurance are the pacer test and mile run.  For flexibility 
students do the shoulder flexibility test, trunk lift and back saver sit and reach.  For muscle strength and endur-
ance students do the curl up test, pushups or flexed arm hang test.  
The biggest difference in the testing is how the results are scored.  The presidential tests give a norm referenced 
score (50th percentile for national level and 85th percentile for presidential level).  The Fitnessgram tests focus on 
a Healthy Fitness Zone (HFZ).   There is a HFZ for each test and the goal is for students to be in the HFZ in all 
fitness areas.  To see what the different HFZ’s are and find out more information about Fitnessgram go to 
www.fitnessgram.net.   A great advantage of this program is that all test scores can be recorded and an individual 
report of your child’s scores can be generated.  This report includes HFZ information for your child and sugges-
tions for your child’s improvement. 
As in the past we will continue to celebrate your child’s physical fitness.  Students scoring in the HFZ in all areas 
will receive a certificate. Those students scoring in the top 10% of the HFZ will receive a certificate denoting their 
achievement.

COMPOSERS OF THE MONTH  
Gustav Holst & John Williams 

Gustav Holst was born in England in 1874 to a very musical family.  His mother was a singer and his father was a 
pianist.  Gustav learned to play the organ, piano, and trombone as a child.  He studied music composition (writing) 
at the Royal College of Music in London.  After college, Holst played trombone professionally.  He soon realized 
that he could not make enough money playing and composing, so he got a job as music director at St. Paul’s girls 
school.  Here he wrote his most famous work, The Planets.  Because he was so busy teaching his students, it took 
him over 2 years to write this!  Holst wrote in many different styles over his lifetime.  He died in 1934. 
John Williams was born on Long Island, New York in 1932.  His family later moved to Los Angeles and he attended 
college at UCLA for music composition (writing).  He served in the Air Force and afterwards, moved to New York 
and attended Julliard School of Music.  He worked as a jazz pianist before moving back to LA to begin his career in 
films.  John Williams has composed the music to over 80 films and created famous themes for many movies in-

cluding:  Jaws, ET, Jurassic Park, Star Wars, Indiana Jones, Home Alone, and Superman.  He was named the con-
ductor of the Boston Pops in 1980 and retired from this position in 1993.  He also composed music for orchestra 
and the themes for NBC News, and the 1984, 1988, and 1996 Summer Olympic Games.  John Williams is still com-
posing music today.

BABYSITTER/DAY CARE REQUEST FOR 2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR 

If your child(ren) will be using a babysitter or day care provider for the next school year, please be sure to com-
plete an Adult Supervision Form (available from the school office). Please keep the following guidelines in mind 
as you consider your arrangements: 1. A request must apply to every school day. Requests for changes on miscel-
laneous or alternate days will not be considered. 2. If busing is involved, students are restricted to one morning 
bus assignment and one afternoon assignment. 3. Babysitter requests must be renewed each year. 

PLANNING A TRIP 
If you wish to have your child excused from school to go on a trip with you or another adult, you 
must first complete an “Educational Trip Request” form which delineates the educational as-
pects of the trip at least five days prior to the trip. This is school district policy. Teachers will 
then arrange for any work that will be missed while your child is away. Forms are available in 
the school office. According to school district policy, absences for trips must be limited to five (5) 
school days or less. Any trip beyond 5 days will result in a letter from a district administrator. 
It’s advisable to check the school calendar and plan trips for already scheduled “no school” dates. 

AFTER SCHOOL PLANS 
Occasionally your child may want to visit with a friend after 
school which requires him/her to take a different bus, or to get off 
at a different bus stop, or to be picked up at school by someone 
other than yourself. We normally are glad to accommodate this 
practice; however, for the protection of your child(ren), we insist 
that a permission note be written by the parent or guardian of 
each child. 
Notes should also be written for doctor and dental appointments.
