PARENTS’ NIGHT 
Tuesday, September 15, 2009 is Parents’ Night from 7:00-8:15 PM. This is 
your opportunity to become acquainted with your child’s teacher and our 
programs. Each classroom teacher will address their curriculum, classroom 
goals, and respond to your questions and concerns. This evening is specifi-
cally designed for open communication between parents and teachers, MEET 
and GREET at 7:00 PM in the cafeteria, first session will be from 7:10-7:40 
PM and the second sessions will be from 7:45-8:15 PM. 
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REMINDERS, REMINDERS, REMINDERS 
1. Children should NOT bring CD players or electronic games to school. 

2. Students who ride their bikes to school need to put their bike directly in the bike rack located on the edge of the 
playground and walk to the front of the building to wait for the door to open. 

3. Students should NOT be waiting outside the front door in the morning before 8:45 AM as there is no adult su-
pervision. Doors open at 8:55 AM and all students should be in the classrooms by 9:10 AM. Also, the school is 
locked after 4:00 PM. 

4. For your safety students are NOT permitted to wear shoes or sneakers with rollers/skates to school. 

5. Please send in your check to be deposited in your child’s account on the first school day of the week. Remember 
to include your child’s name and account number on the envelope. 

6. Please do NOT park in the yellow zone, in the morning, this is to be used as a drop off only for our students and 
is a safety concern at dismissal. 

7. Parents may use the rear bus lane door to the parking lot in “severe” weather. Parents must wait until the third 
bell has rung to exit this door. 

8. Please notify the school office immediately of any change in a pupil’s address or phone number. It is vitally im-
portant to keep emergency numbers up-to-date in case of any emergency with your child. 

9. To promote safety on buses, students may be monitored by a silent witness video and audio surveillance system. 

10. Please be sure to check for important school and PIE information, every Wednesday, in your child’s QE paw 

print folder.

BREAKFAST is also avail-
able at 8:35 AM. The cost is $.75 and $.30 for re-
duced. Any money coming to the cafeteria must be 
in a sealed envelope with your child’s name, ID 
number and amount of money enclosed.

STUDENT ABSENCES  
If your child is not coming to school, it is important 
for you to let us know. In this way, the home and 
school will know that your child is safe. Please call the 
office by 9:00 AM (1:00 PM for PM Kindergarten). 
The school's phone number is 215-529-2410. For 
safety reasons, if you forget to call, we will call you. 
Also, please assist the office by returning excuses for 
absences and late arrivals. Having your child attend 
regularly and having them at school by 9:10 AM is a 
great help to us. If your child is absent, please help us 
by returning the excuse slip within 3 days of your 
child’s absence. 
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PLANNING A TRIP 
If you wish to have your child excused from school to go on a trip with you or another adult, you must first com-
plete an “Educational Trip Request” form which delineates the educational aspects of the trip at least five days 
prior to the trip. This is school district policy. Teachers will then arrange for any work that will be missed while 
your child is away. Forms are available in the school office. According to school district policy, absences for trips 
must be limited to five (5) school days or less. Any trip beyond 5 days will result in a letter from a district adminis-
trator. It’s advisable to check the school calendar and plan trips for already scheduled “no school” dates. 

AFTER SCHOOL PLANS 
Occasionally your child may want to visit with a friend 
after school which requires him/her to take a different 
bus, or to get off at a different bus stop, or to be picked 
up at school by someone other than yourself. We nor-
mally are glad to accommodate this practice; however, 
for the protection of your child(ren), we insist that a 
permission note be written by the parent or guardian of 
each child. 
Also, please be sure to fill out the dismissal paper, in 
your child’s first day packet, as soon as possible. 
Notes should also be written for doctor and dental ap-
pointments. 

PSSA NEWS 
Once again, ALL Quakertown Community School District schools achieved the adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) 
goals set by the state of Pennsylvania. The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Federal law requires schools to meet 
AYP. Quakertown is only one of a handful of Pennsylvania’s 501 school districts to have all schools meet AYP for 
the SEVENTH year in a row! That is something to celebrate.

FOUR DAY CYCLE 
All of the Quakertown Community School District ele-
mentary schools will again follow a four day cycle for 
all special areas (art, library, physical education and 
vocal music). Day 1 of the cycle will be Monday, Au-
gust 31, Tuesday, September 1 will be Day 2, Wednes-
day, September 2 will be Day 3 and Thursday, Septem-
ber 3 will be Day 4. Tuesday, September 8 will start 
the cycle again. Therefore, all students will have 
classes in special areas on a day of the cycle rather 
than on a given day of the week. 
This format will provide equal services to all students. 
In the past, if there was a holiday on the day of a spe-
cial class, the students missed the class. This will no 
longer occur because the cycle is ongoing. For exam-
ple, if a Wednesday is Day 2 and there is no school on 
Thursday and Friday, then Monday will be Day 3.  

LEGAL  

AGREEMENTS 
If you’re in a divorced family 
and have a legal agreement 
regarding parent custody 
and visitation, the school is required to have a copy of 
the agreement. Schools are bound to follow the direc-
tion of the courts. If a current custody agreement is 
not on file, the school may have difficulty preventing 
a problem if the custody agreement is violated. With-
out any documentation provided to the school, either 
parent will be automatically allowed access to their 
child. Please send copies of any current custody 
agreements you may have to Mrs. Detweiler, the QE 
secretary. 

MEDICATIONS Our school nurse, will administer any needed medications during the school day. All 

medication needs to be accompanied by a “Medication During School Hours Permission Form”, which is available 
in the office. 



QE SAFETY AND SECURITY 
For our children’s safety please: 
Before School (Prior to 8:55) 

 Students arrival time is 8:55 AM. Students should not arrive prior to that time as there is no adult supervision. 
Students are marked tardy after 9:10. 

 Students arrival for breakfast is 8:35 AM. Only students who participate in the breakfast program may enter at this 
time. 

 Parents who have scheduled meetings before school, with staff, should report to the office to sign in, receive a 
badge and sign out. Badges must be visible at all times. 

School Day Procedures (9:10-4:00) 

 Parents/students must use front door. 

 Parents will drop off students in the lobby (no one will be permitted to go beyond the lobby. Notes, cafeteria 
money, or other communication may be given to the office and it will be delivered to the teacher. Messages can also 
be left via phone or email.) 

 Parents signing in for lunch must remain in the cafeteria. 

 Parents/volunteers must report to the office to sign in, receive a badge and sign out. Badges must be visible at all 
times. 

Dismissal 

 Parents (family members, siblings, etc.) should not arrive prior to 3:35 PM. 

 Parents who pick up students are to enter and exit via the front door. 

 Parents are to report directly to the cafeteria to sign out their K-3 student(s). 

 Walkers in grades 4 & 5 are permitted to exit the building without parental sign-out. (A parent may opt to have 
their 4th or 5th grade child wait in the cafeteria for pickup, please notify the office if this is your choice). 

 Parents who have scheduled after school meetings with staff must sign in and wait in the cafeteria until all stu-
dents are dismissed. 

After School (After 4:00 PM) 

 The school will be locked after 4:00 PM. 

 Parents who have scheduled meetings with staff must sign in and wait in the cafeteria until students are dismissed. 

 Students/parents returning to the school prior to 4:00 PM, must sign in at the office, receive a badge and sign out.
