Course Description

Art History AP is designed to be the equivalent of an introductory college course in art history. In the
course, students will examine major forms of artistic expression from the ancient world to the
present and from a variety of cultures. Students will examine and analyze works of art which will
include paintings, drawings, architecture, sculptures and other media (printmaking, photography,
ceramics, fiber arts, etc.), within their historical context. Students will learn to articulate what they
see or experience in a meaningful way.
